Your Parish Council News

Since the previous reportinthe  Gossip the
Parish Council has met twice, on 25 November
and 13 January. Here is a summary of
business discussed.

Allotments, Play Areas and Public Spaces

The Council received correspondence from a young
resident asking the Council to consider erecting rugby
posts somewhere in the village. Councillors felt that it
would be possible to consider installing one post for
practice kicks, provided a site away from residential
properties could be found. The Clerk and Councillor
Golding undertook to inspect potential sites in time for
the January meeting, when Councillor Golding reported
that the southern end of the Glebe Field appeared to be
ideal. The area is surrounded by trees, does not
interfere with the football pitches and is a safe distance
from adjacent properties. Councillors approved the site.

Councillor Golding said that she had spoken to the
Chairman of the Football Club who had advised that if
the post was installed permanently, it must be at least 5
metres from the football goal mouth and have a foam
safety collar around the post. She also asked the
Football Club to consider applying, on behalf of the
Council , to the Borough
Grants Scheme as a community group, for funding to
support the purchase. Meanwhile the Clerk would
contact the lowest cost supplier from whom she had
obtained a quote, to check whether it was possible to
purchase a single post rather than a set of two.

The Clerk obtained two quotes for new play area
signage for the Recreation Field. Although the quote
from Limetree Printing was slightly higher, Councillors
felt that the product would be more robust and less at
risk of vandalism. Therefore the Council agreed to
purchase the new sign from them at a total cost of £60.
Furthermore they agreed that in future the Clerk could
obtain quotes for safety signage from Limetree Printing
only, foregoing the need to obtain three quotes each
time.

Councillor Brown reported that there was a large hole in
the Glebe Field that needed filling with soil. Councillor
Prior agreed to deal with this, as it was a trip hazard for
pedestrians.

The Clerk obtained a quote for the repair of the chain
balance play equipment on the Recreation Field of
£408.24. However, Councillor Zipfell suggested that this
was rather expensive, and that if the part was purchased
for £71.28, he would carry out the repair himself. The
Clerk was not in favour of the work being carried out by
a Councillor rather than

At the January meeting the Clerk brought to the
Council 6s attention
treatment of Council premises during inclement
weather. As the Council has a duty to take reasonable
steps to safeguard the safety and welfare of anyone
using its premises, it was agreed that granule de

a total cost of £55.58 should be purchased for the
treatment of play areas during snowy or icy conditions.

Community

At the January meeting, Councillor Golding reported that
she had spoken to Borough Councillor Bhondi regarding
closure of The Angel pub. He confirmed that the current
tenants had offered to purchase the pub and land for
£450,000, the valuation appropriate to the site.
However, the Stonegate Group advised that they would
only accept £795,000. The property was not fit for
purpose due to it being in urgent need of repair, in
particular the roof, and the tenants consequently settled
to lease the pub for a further five years if the repairs
were carried out by the Stonegate Group as the liable
landlord. However, this too was refused, and the tenants
had had no choice but to close the pub at the end of
2025 and leave.

The Stonegate Group has previously aired their intention
1o Bevelof theuplbainitol fldtstand fuRieNtBVeIBpithle Yite
at the rear for residential dwellings. Highways declared
at that time that they would not approve residential
dwellings on this site due to inadequate and dangerous
access issues, but it was a concern that permission may
be granted by the Planning Department at some stage in
the future.

In conversation with Councillor Golding, Councillor
Bhondi said that he knew of several interested parties
who would be willing to take the pub on. However, the
Stonegate Group was not currently advertising it on the
market. Further, the Stonegate Group has stated that the
Sports & Social Club is a drinking establishment for the
village, but, as highlighted by Councillor Bhondi, this is

a private/ paid membersd cl

The Magpie Centre at South Runcton had contacted the
Council requesting financial assistance towards their
newly purchased tractor. Seven or eight riders from
Watlington attend the Centre regularly, but funds are
limited at present so the Council agreed to donate £35.
The Clerk would also suggest that the charity contact
Councillor Long to see whether they could apply to the
Borough Councillor Community Grants Scheme for
additional funding.

New Homes

A member of the public asked the January meeting what
was happening regarding the apparent shut down of the
Downham Road development site. The Council had been
informed in July 2025 that the slow down in

construction was normal as the developers needed to
sell some finished properties in order to continue
building. However in August 2025 the company,
Chatsworth Homes, had gone into administration.

Information was sought from the Borough Council, but
due to GDPR, only limited information could be shared,
which is that the bank has taken over the site and that
construction would continue in future. However, some
homes are already being lived in, so the lack of progress
is isolating and concerning for those residents. The
police were informed at the time works ceased and had
agreed to patrol the site periodically.

Roads, Footpaths and Traffic

Councillor Bailey reported to the November meeting that
the speed humps in Lacey Close were a flood risk,
meaning insurers were deeming homes insured there to
be dmedium risko6, resulti
County Councillor Long undertook to investigate and
report back to the Council.

A licence to install a post in Lynn Road for the SAM2
traffic monitoring system has been received from
Norfolk County Council, and Councillor Prior agreed to
fit this.

The application for funding for the extension of the
Station Road trod on the opposite side of the road to the
existing trod has been resubmitted to the Parish
Partnership Scheme, with a decision expected in March.

A streetlight on the Chestnut Close footpath is shining
into a residential bedroom. K&M Lighting Services would
attempt to alleviate the problem by placing black tape

on the lamp. However, in case this is not successful, the
Council approved the purchase of a light shield at a cost
of £198.

Local Government Reorganisation

In his January report, County Councillor Long told the
Council that the Government had postponed the 2026
Mayoral elections to May 2028, and that the Norfolk
County Council elections, already postponed from 2025
to 2026, might be further postponed to 2027. The
Government will announce whether Norfolk and Suffolk
would become one Unitary Authority, or three, in March.

Finances

The budget and precept for the 2026/7 were both
approved at the January meeting (see  p5). Councillors
discussed the high percentage increase in the precept
(last yeards increase was
to £16,000 ora 20% increase proposed for the 2026/7
precept). The members of the finance panel highlighted
